*Shawnee ‘V.S.O.P’ (8.3%)     Style: Old Ale, wood aged  From Shawnee-on-Delaware, Penn. 
‘Very Special Old Pale’. Complex and very rare beer brewed with honey and aged in mature apple brandy 
barrels. Notes of caramel, oak, apple, and leather can be detected. 

 

*Stoudt’s ‘Double I.P.A.’ (10.0%)    Style: Double / Imperial IPA From Adamstown, Pennsylvania 
This is a strong, full-bodied ale with an intense hop character and deep golden color. Bittered with Warrior 
hops, with the Cascade and Willamette varieties imparting aroma. 

 

Victory ‘Pursuit Pale Ale’ (5.5%)    Style: American Pale Ale From Downingtown, Pennsylvania 
A new brew from Victory, easy to drink with notes of caramel malt with a touch of biscuit, grass, and earth. 

 

Williams Brothers ‘Joker’ (4.3%)    Style: Scottish Export 80/- From Alloa, Scotland 
A copper colored session ale from Scotland, fruity with a little spice on the palate. Note: Re-labelled as ‘Joker 
IPA’ by the importer, even though it’s not an IPA.
