Open since September 2008, this Irish-American beer bar has very quickly soared to the top of the ratings 
for quality, diversity, and hosting frequent beer events. 40 ever changing craft taps on the main bar are 
complemented by four cask lines on a separate, dedicated bar at the rear. Rattle ‘n’ Hum represents the 
ultimate antidote to the common repressed attitude of Irish-American pubs when it comes down to choice, 
variety – and plentiful craft beer. The bar is open from 10am (noon Sundays), until late. Food is served all 
day, and there are craft beer promotional events every week. There is also a popular ‘Mug Club’, where 
you can get a personally inscribed mug and discounted beer. Coach trips to breweries are arranged for 
regular customers. Growlers can be filled with beer to take home. Occasional cask ale festivals are held, 
with up to 30 firkins tapped. A discount is given on cask ales for card-carrying CAMRA members. 
Basically, this is the ultimate Irish bar – and one of New York’s finest beer destinations.
